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THE “VISION THING”

What does leadership mean within a church community? How does it get identified
specifically by responsibility? What are we supposed or called by God “to do”? What is the
unique vocation of each of us? These are themes which I have been examining in various forms
progressively since Pentecost: identifying ourselves, as Christians have done since the beginning
of the Church, with the work and the grace of the Holy Spirit, encouraging our energies as
“instruments of the Spirit.” The discussion actually began during Great Lent when, from the
context of Genesis 1-3, we discussed what it means to be created by God, to be human, to be
male and female, to be connected to a fallen humanity, and to be redeemed. All of these themes
are important as well if we would understand what is our vocation.

But sometimes when communities try to have these kind of conversations they are entrapped
by assumptions and expectations that often lead to more frustration: This is what we want! This
is what I want! In August, | will attend a pastoral writer’s workshop led by Dr. Richard Lischer
from the Duke School of Divinity. Now close to retirement, a few years ago he wrote an
autobiography of his early pastoral ministry called, Open Secrets. In a conversation with his
council he said: “Why must we push against one another? Why can't we have a partnership?"
For me, a similar yearning would be expressed, as I’ve often mentioned in sermons, “why can’t
we follow St Paul’s desire in his letter to the Romans that ‘we would be mutually encouraged by
each other’s faith’” (1:12). How can we mutually encourage one other to do that which we are
called by God to do?

When | ask other pastors, more experienced than me, how to go about changing the direction
and tone of the conversation | have been referred to the book by Michael T. McKibben,
“Orthodox Christian Meetings.” In Appendix A, “Toward a Definition of Orthodox Leadership,”
McKibben writes: “We need a good definition of leadership in Orthodoxy. Too often it’s
viewed negatively as despotism, which is the exercise of power in an abusive, oppressive, or
tyrannical manner. This authoritarian view of leadership, unfortunately, tends to get perpetuated
for lack of a good model for hierarchical leadership. Add to this the fact that Orthodox pastoral
leadership tends to focus its attention and energies on theology and liturgics and the result is an
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unbalanced mix of leadership gifts and styles” (105). Now, I understand exactly what he is
saying: my own strengths and interests lie precisely within these areas of theology, liturgics, and
the other area he later mentions — counseling (pastoral care), but that does leave other areas
which due to time, laziness, excuse, or expectation just don’t get done or emphasized effectively.
McKibben has put that into words for me, and | accept what he is saying and am prepared to
explore its implications. As mentioned by David Brook in the most recent Parish Council
minutes we will slowly work through sections of this book in small bites.

But the other side of this concern is how are these same questions meant to be explored by
each of us within our community? | hope this current issue of Crossroads will offer an answer
and set a new tone. As the Council knows, | have long desired to have more participation, more
involvement, more voices involved in the formation and development of materials in
Crossroads, precisely because it would express the involvement and participation of more
members of our community. | believe it is healthier for our community - for all of us - when
more people are involved, when more people care and take some ownership for whatever we are
doing.

So, I’ve asked leaders within the Council and other parish groups to contribute materials
representative of their responsibilities or groups. Beginning with August issue, Marie Clifton
will be responsible for the layout of Crossroads and Jessica Siragusa will update and maintain
our church mailing list. We want to emphasize the wonderful materials within our parish library.
We will be speaking throughout the summer of specific means for developing a prayer life, in
particular, the Jesus Prayer. In the fall, we will start a bible study that will take us through the
year. All of this — is just the beginning. Let me know if you have any ideas.

SUMMARY OF THE June 14, 2010 Parish Council Meeting by David Brook

Treasurer’s Report: Our Treasurer Caroline Graham was unable to attend; therefore the
financial report was presented by Our Warden Gary Mosser. The account balances as of June
13th were reported as follows: the general fund balance is $6,137.73, the memorial fund balance
is $7,567.94, the food coupon fund balance is $3,319.37, and the capitol improvement fund
balance is $2,500.92. The account balances are adequate to keep the church operating, but leave
very little for reserve. The next mortgage payment of $3,221.51 is due on July 1st. After the
Treasurer’s Report was presented, some members of the parish council had questions about
certain items of the report, and most of these questions could not be answered. Therefore Gary
Moser will follow up with Caroline Graham. Because there were not sufficient members present
for a quorum, the treasurer’s report could not be approved. This report will be discussed further
and approval will be sought at next month’s parish council meeting.

Father John reported that the OCA is considering new ways of determining the annual
assessment for each parish. We currently use the head tax, however proportional giving is being
considered. Both the head tax and proportional giving have advantages and disadvantages for
generating revenue for the OCA. Bishop Michael is actively involved with this issue and hopes
to resolve it in the near future.

Father John would like to explore ways of “changing the tone of leadership” at Holy Cross, and
suggested the parish council read a book titled “Orthodox at Meetings.” According to Father
John, this book applies the concept of the incarnation to the interaction of Orthodox Christians at
meetings, and suggests practical ways for working together. Father John will hand out copies of
this book at the next parish council meeting and have discussions about it during future parish
council meetings. Father John also requested monthly contributions from leaders within parish
groups and the Council. Father John believes this will improve the quality of Crossroads, and
that it’s healthier for everyone to work together in producing the Crossroads.

Peter Abdallah, Julia Mosser and Christopher Shimchick will participate in the IOCC’s
cooperative work with HABITAT in rebuilding homes in the Gulf area during the week of July
4th. Complete funding for the trip was accomplished through donations from our community.
(More information is provided within this issue of Crossroads.)

The exterior doors to the church social hall do not lock and unlock properly, and this has been an
on going problem. Father John reported that a locksmith suggested that the door closers on both
doors be changed, and that a door stop be added at the bottom of each door. The locksmith has
offered to do this work for $300.00. Father John will continue discussions with the locksmith.



The parish picnic will occur on July 11™. Holy Cross will supply the meat products and rolls. A
sign up sheet will be posted for additional items such as salads, drinks and deserts.

The next parish council meeting was scheduled for Monday July, 19th.

3) FEATURED BOOK: They’re Your Parents, Too! How Siblings Can Survive
Their Parents’ Aging Without Driving Each Other Crazy by Francine Russo

I’ll never forget the conversation. It was spring of 1998, and my brother, middle sister and I
were discussing the implications of my own family taking in our mother, then 91, to live with us.
Having been warned by several people that | would definitely need to take breaks as often as
possible once this journey began, | told my siblings that | would expect them to take Mom at
least a couple of times during the year, and if they could not literally “take” her, that they would
contribute financially to get the respite care I would need. My “demands” on my siblings seem
naive to me now; my brother passed away in 2004 and for many reasons never was able to
contribute either emotionally OR financially. My two sisters, thank God, participated in every
way possible whenever they could (more on that later). But after reading They’re Your Parents,
Too!, I realize that my request in 1998 was my way of keeping things as “fair” as possible while
| was caring for Mom. That is one of the major themes one could take away from this book.

Although not a medical professional herself, Russo wrote the book after already having lost her
mother; her contemplation on how difficult issues within her family could have been handled
differently was the basis for writing it. The vignettes she included were based on contributors’
actual family histories. The fact that Russo had already lost her mom is one that I had in
common with her—I had lost my mom just a year before | read this volume. Although |
definitely could have benefited from reading it before embarking on the amazing journey of
caring for a parent in the winter of her life, I still learned much from it and was comforted in
certain ways by reading it when 1 did. [Note: This is an abbreviated version of Genie’s review.

“HELLENISM AND ORTHODOXY”

The Experience of a Summer Symposium

While it may seem strange at a time when culture is often more a force for division than for unity
in the Orthodox Church, St. Vladimr’s Seminary chose Hellenism and Orthodoxy for the topic of
it’s 2010 summer symposium which was held from June 10-12. The world class lineup of
speakers on the topic clearly showed how the formative years of Orthodoxy were shaped by
Hellenistic culture and how the spread of Christianity was aided by both the common language
and bridging cultural aspects of Hellenism in the near East.

What is Hellenism and who is a Hellenist? Those were the questions heard again and again as
the speakers discussed everything from Hellenism in the Old Testament through the New
Testament and then to Byzantium and modern Greece. The keynote presentation given by
Archbishop Demetrios, primate of the Greek Orthodox Church in America, offered his
perspective on the “What is Hellenism” theme by supporting the idea that Hellenism is not about
being ethnically Greek, but about the span of influence across all ethnic groups facilitated
through the spread of the Greek language. Its use of both consonants and vowels in the 24



character alphabet made Greek easier to learn and more precise than other languages of the time.
This ease of adoption enabled the good news of Christianity to be proclaimed for the broad
transmission of the faith.

The term Hellenistic itself is derived from “ExAnv (Héllen), the Greeks' traditional name
for themselves. It was coined by the historian Johann Gustav Droysen to refer to the
spreading of Greek culture and colonization over the non-Greek lands that were
conquered by Alexander the Great in the 4th century BC, compared to "Hellenic" which
describes Greek culture in its native form. — Wikipedia

While the early lectures clearly lived up to the reputation of St. Vladimir’s Seminary by offering
depth of historical perspective and theological inquiry - and finally answered any questions | had
as to why the Jewish people needed a version of their scriptures in Greek — the most anticipated
speeches came on Friday evening from Archbishop Demetrios and then on Saturday morning by
The Very Rev Dr Archimandrite Elpidophoros Lambriniadis, Chief Secretary of the Holy and
Sacred Synod of the Ecumenical Patriarchate entitled “Hellenism and Orthodox Identity in North
America.” This talk was followed by a lively panel discussion continuing the same topic.

There was a definite shift in the tone of the room Saturday morning as everyone heard from the
representative of the Ecumenical Patriarch, The Ecumenical Patriarch benefits greatly from the
financial support of the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese in America and has never recognized the
legitimacy of the OCA. He protested that the Canons of the Church were not honored when the
Patriarch of Russia granted autocephaly to the American church and only recently at the
Episcopal Assembly requested that Metropolitan Jonah of the OCA not attend. Metropolitan
Jonah did attend, with the support of Archbishop Demetrios, but humbly submitted to attending
as a regular bishop rather than in his rightful role of Metropolitan.

In the final panel discussions, the resonating perspectives were those of Dr. Paul Meyendorff of
St. Vladmir’s Seminary, and Dr Elizabeth H. Prodromou, Assistant Professor, Dept. of
International Relations, Boston University and Vice Chair, United States Commission on
International Religious Freedom. Dr. Prodromou was also one of the noticeably few women in
attendance at the conference. Both offered perspectives supporting the idea that the Ecumenical
Patriarch should adopt a more balanced interpretation of Canon law, considering the spirit of the
Canons in light of our contemporary world, rather than applying the letter of the laws created in a
vastly different world than we live in today. This perspective was contrasted by the Very Rev Dr
Archimandrite Elpidophoros Lambriniadis who insisted that we cannot change the Canons and
they need to be interpreted as they are written — a position which can only be viewed as favorable
to the Ecumenical Patriarch’s position on the Orthodox Church in America. I believe this
discussion would still be going back and forth if the session hadn’t ended at Noon on that day.

While I truly valued every moment of the symposium, in the end I can say the most remarkable
experience came not in the lecture hall or even the beautiful chapel on the seminary grounds. It
came next to the coffee machine in the dormitory building where we met for breakfast. On
Saturday morning as | walked in to get my much needed coffee, | was greeted by a bearded and
smiling man wearing simple monk’s robes and also waiting for his morning cup of coffee. |
greeted the Metropolitan and asked for his blessing.



For the next half an hour I enjoyed the company of Metropolitan Jonah with a few other people
at our table, enjoying a simple breakfast and lively conversation. The Metropolitan’s eyes lit up
when he spoke of his visit to Russia and the incredible transformation of the country in its rebirth
of Orthodoxy. He also described the beauty and wealth of grace he encountered while visiting
our Alaskan church and was looking forward to attending this fall’s celebration of the 40™
anniversary of the Canonization of St. Herman. I can truly say I’ve never met such a spiritually
inspiring, yet humble man. Our table was the last to get up and attend the final session. As | was
driving home that day, reflecting on all of the events, I realized the words on my mind were not
English, but had in fact turned to the Greek phrase | know so well - Eis Polla Eti, Despota!
